4 Ebony pencils

Mercur white plastic eraser

Vine Charcoal

Drafting tape or blue painters masking tape

Clip Board (optional - if you like to stand when you draw)
Easel (optional/portable - if you like to stand when you draw)
Watercolor paint set and palette

Watercolor brushes one flat and one round with good tip

Color Wheel

2 containers for water/jars ( one for cleaning brush and one for clean water)
